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ICCAT budget
Tuna catch and canning statistics required for calculation of the contribution 

In accordance with the provisions of Article X of the Convention, the Commission shall approve a budget for its joint expenses for the biennium following the holding of each regular meeting. Consequently, during that year, the Secretariat requests verification of detailed information on panel membership, as Contracting Parties, and the official submission of detailed information on catches and canning of Atlantic tunas and related species for the three preceding years of most complete information, which will be used for the next biennium.

For catches, in cases where no official communication is received, the figures obtained from the ICCAT database are used. The configuration for obtaining these data is: data reported by the Contracting Parties in round weight (landings and dead discards) for ICCAT species groups 1 to 5: major tunas, small tunas, other tunas (such as BIL), major sharks and other sharks, i.e. group 6, other species, is excluded from the list of species. 

In the case of canned fish, as there is no ICCAT database for these, the latest official data received from the Contracting Party are used. The figures must include both imports and catches of all ICCAT species destined for canning.

Given that, in recent years, it has not been easy for the Secretariat to obtain the data requested in the Circular, and in order to improve and consolidate these for the calculation of contributions, it is proposed that, for the next biennium, the figures from the ICCAT database be included in the Circular, so that the Contracting Parties can submit confirmation of both their panel membership and catch figures.

For canning figures, please indicate whether you wish to follow the same procedure, i.e. create a list to be verified and confirmed by the Contracting Parties. If so, the source that we must consult to obtain these data must be determined.
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
